Forestry: Characteristics of Forests

Non-Commercial Forests

 Those that are unlikely to be cut down for
industrial use

 Temperatures and precipitation levels are too
low to allow a lot of trees to grow quickly or at
all

 Too far from Canadian and export markets to
make timer transportation costs economical




I Forestry: Economic Impact
