POPULATION DENSITY 

Geographers refer to the number of  people 

per square kilometer as the population density 

of  an area. 

Although Canada is the second largest 

country in the world, it has a relatively small 

population. 

 



POPULATION DENSITY 

This means our population density is low compared 

to other countries 

 

Even if  our entire population lived in the province 

of  Ontario, our population density would be the same 

as the United States

Netherlands 41 500 15 981 000 385.0 

Japan 377 800 126 772 000 335.5 

United States 9 629 100 278 059 000 28.9
