Secular Humanism 

 Theology = atheism 

 Assumptions 

1. There is no God 

2. The universe created itself. 

 The ultimate source of truth and knowledge is humans 

 Science and the scientific process have rendered the idea of God obsolete. 

 “Humanism contends that instead of the gods creating the cosmos, the cosmos, in the form of 

human beings giving reign to their imagination, created the gods.” ~ Corliss Lamont 

 “We can discover no divine purpose or providence for the human species. While there is much that 

we do not know, humans are responsible for what we are or will become.

Marxism-Leninism (Communism) 

 Theology = atheism 

 “It is as clear as the sun and evident as the day that there is no God; and still more, that there can be

Cosmic Humanism (New Age Movement) 

 Theology = pantheism

2. Teleological argument—everything that is designed has a designer
