o Inventor
o Musician
o Architect
e Some used gifts for God
e Many used gifts for self serving purposes
o Humanism
» God given gifts and abilities making
man God’s finest creation
= Some emphasized man over God
forgetting man is sinful
e People began to study again
o Learned to read, write and reason
o Wealthy hired private teachers



o Started schools teaching Latin and
Greek
o Collected large libraries
o Studies Humanities

o Students were encouraged to...

o Began developing native languages

e Two men were vying for papal
authority
o God gave each man the
authority
o Each backed by different
political factions
Problems in church
e Heretics (those who disagreed
with what the church stood for



e Inquisition
o Church appointed court to
suppress Heresy
e Tortured until
confessed wrong
doing
o Stretched on
rack
o Burned with
hot pokers
o Crushed with
rocks
e If you did not
confess to
wrongdoing
o Hanged
o Burned at the
stake
» Beheaded

Renaissance Painting

e Began studying structure of plants, animals,
and people
o Learned anatomy and how bones and
muscles worked together



. Allowed artists to make the
subjects appear more 3
dimensional instead of flat

e Use of shading and scale to
make backgrounds of art work
e Made art seem more lifelike
o Artists
o During the middle ages the artists were
not well known because most of the
work was done through the guilds.
o These masters were just doing their job
o As trade and wealth increased, nobles
and merchants became patrons
supporting artists to do work decorating
their homes
» Patron pays an artist to do the work
o Leonardo da Vinci
