Injures 10 in Bronx

Ten persons; including three
children, were injured yesterday
when a stagecoach overturned
at Freedomland in the Bronx.

The accident occurred at 5:30
P. M. as the steel-bodied vehicle
was passing through an under-
pass below .the “Santa-Fe” rail-
road. According to a security
officer, the four horses pulling
the coach apparently were star-
tled by the locomotive's whistle.

. The horses .jerked the vehicle
and the left rear wheel slipped
onto the . soft shoulder of the
road. According to the driver,
George Donahue, 23 years old,
of 769 East 224th Street, the
Bronx, the stagecoach was go-
ing “at little more than a walk.”
However, the wheel spokes ‘col-
lapsed and the coach turned
over on its side, -
