Emphasizing the continued hous-
ing shortage in the city, Joseph
Platzker, director of the city va-
cancy listing bureau, reported that
evictions of tenants to make way
for new owners of dwellings in the
five New York bhoroughs and in
Nassau County in August amount-
ed to 841, bringing the figure for
the first eight months of 1945 to
9,719 as compared with 4,111 for
all of 1944.

These ‘“homeless” families and
the increasing number ‘of return-|
ing veterans are further complicat-
ing the housing problem, Mr.
Platzker said. He estimated that
by next summer home-coming vet-
erans also will need 50,000 apart-
ments, with only a comparatively
small number of new homes or re-
modeled suites now in sight,
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
