FOREIGN PAPERS SEIZED

Assistant  District  Attorney
Rorke Says Federal Laws
Apply to American Reds.

A strong force of Department of Juse
tice operatives under Chief William J.
Flynn, alded by the Itallan and Bomb
Squads, last night venewed the Federal
rald on Reds, scouring the city {n an
effort to scrve H00 deportation warrants,
but getting only rifty prigoners by mide-
night, although radicals caught in Frie
day's ralds had given accurate informa-
tlon tuo the agents as to where thelr
Communist  * comrades’' might be
found.

‘“ It is quite cvident and natural,”” said
Chief Ylynn, * that many of those we

sought tonight bhave run 1o cover
They have been frightened by the pre-
vious raid and by advance informution
that the departmant contemplated an-
other darive tontght, In addition, the
Cwork tonight is unecessavily slower, for
"we are after fndividuuls and are scarch-
ing out socret meeting places. Last bris
day was the organization's regular meets
ing night, -fmd it was comparatively easy
1o cateh a number in each raid.”

While resulls were liggard in coming
into the Federal headquarters during the
night ratds, the agents earlier in the day
had arrested and shipped to Ellis Island
Gregory  Welnstein, regarded as  the
vight-hand man of Ludwig C. A, K,
Martens, self-styled *Ambassador’” from
Qoviet Russia. Weinstein, 8 warm per-
sonal friend and former co-editor of
Leon Trotzky, the Dolshevist Minister
of War, was described by Federal agents
as runking next in Bolshevist Importance
to Martens.

Communlst Secretary Arrosted,

Just before midnight, Chief Flynn ane
nounced the arrest of Qscar T. Tyzerow-
tki, Bxecutive Secretary of the New
York State Communist Party, He was
discovered in hiding at 1.567 I‘ulton Avee
nue, the Bropz, by special Agent dMortd-
mer J. Davig, who carller hud arrested
Gregory Weinstein, Tyzerowskl was liv-
ing under the name of ** Smith,'” and
told detectlves that he did so because he
didn't want his wife to know his vight
name. Chiof Flynn declared that the
arrest of Tyzerowekl was ' corking,'’
adding that the department had been
especlally anxjous to question him as
alleged custodian of the records of the
extremist Union of Russian Workers,

Besides this blow at the Communists,
Dr. Michael Mielig, Treasuier of ,the
Russian J'ederation, and s2jd to be an
aszocfate of Martens, was adjudged in
contempt by Supreme Court Justice Ver-
non M. Davis, while Victor Voludin, {ove
mer managetr of Novy Mir, the newspa-
per where Welnstein and Trotzky rubbed
editorial elbows, landed on 1Zilis 1s=}and.

Soclullsty Condemnn Xnids.

During the day, too, another develops
ment came into the Government's war
on radicals, and that was a threat hy
Middle Western Socialists to align theme
selves with Communists and . W, W.'s
because of resentment at the raids and
deportations, A statement issued by
the Publcity Department of the So-
cialist Party, 220 South Ashland Boule-
vard, Chicago, sald: ‘' The Soclalist
Purty herewith ralases {its voice in ems-
phatic and solemn protest ngainst these
activities on the part of the hot-headed
and overzealous guardians of the safety
of the United States.”'

'he tactics of the Department of Juse
tice agents in going over the ground
again in a quest for radiesls were much
the same as on last Iriday. All operae
tives hod lsts of those sought and ine
formeation as to where they were likely
to Le found. Chief Ilynn directed the
ralds from his office in PPark Row.

Shortly after 8 o'clock agents in tour-
ing cars with army motor trucks trail-
ing behind started out. They were
armed with 150 warrants for service In
the Bronx, the same mumber were [s-
sued for Broollyn, while 200 were out
for Manhattan, All of the deportation
warrants wetre were signed hy Anthony
J. Caminetti, Commissfoner General of
Immigration, and were, in many in-
stunces, Issued on evidernce supplied
by Reds already errested who had
W gquealed,' as the agents described it

Prisoners taken iIn the visits were
lodged in the nearest policc stations
untfl enough of them were gathered in
tc be dlspatched to the Department of
Justice offices, where they were closely
questioned and thefr pedgirecs checlied
against the department’s records. 'The
first prisoner to be talken was Edward
Elore, editor of & Hungarian daily pube
lished in East Fifth Etrcet.

was thereupon promptiy released.

Dr. A. Caste of 210 East Broadway,
described by Federal agents as an eye
Specialist, was also taken to headguar-
ters. He, too., soon proved that he {s
& citizen and was releaced.

The arrest of Welnstein was made just
before_noon. as he was entering 110
West Fortieth Street, where are located
the offices of the Saviet Bureau. Special
Agent Mortimer J. Davis of the Depart-
ment of Justice, armed with a deporta-
tion warrant, had been on the watch for
several hours before Welnstein appeared.
The Soviet counscllor made no resistance
and was taken  at once to the depart-
ment's local headquarters at 14 Park
Row.

He was ushered into the private office
of Chief Willlam J. Flynn and imme-
diately was subjected to a severe cross-
examination. Ailding the questioning
were George F. Lamb, New Yorikt Di-
vision Superintendent of the service, and
Charles F. Scully, head of the Red
squad. After he had been guizzed for
several houirs Weinstein was shipped
over to Fllis Island.

Upon his arrival there he was treated
a3 just an ordinary Red, and, after be-
ing photographed, finger-printed, and
tagged., was put in with the 401 others
awaiting Jdeportation. No decision was
made as to when he would be brought
up for deportatisn hearing.

AS soon as the Soviet agent’'s arrest
became known, Deputy Attornery Gen-
eral Samuel A, Berger declared that
Weinstein had never been called before
the Lusk Committee during its sessions
nere because the committee did not wish
to extend to him immunty for crimi-
nal prosecution in this State.

“If Weinstein was arrested by the De-
partment of Justice on o deportation
warrant,'’ sald Mr. Berger, ' there is no
reason why Santeri Nuorteva, Marten's
Secretary and former Chief of the Fin-
nish Infomnation Burcau in this clty::
cannot bc arrested on similar papers.

Welnstein Ald to NMartens.

Weinstein, zccording to Chief Flynn's
ptaf?, is the most infiuential Russian

Communist, next' to hMartens, in Amer-
jea.  Littie ia known of Weinscwein's
record fn Russia. YWhen he arrived here,
severa) vears ago, with l.eon Trotzky,
ihe Dolshevist leader, he desceribed him-
seif as a Siberian exile, lsotn he and

Troteky goL Jjobs ar about the same
time as eaitcrs on Novy Mir, the re-
cently raided organ of the radical Rus-
stan Socinlist ¥ederation,. He resigned
from the Novy Mir staff in the early
part of 1919 1o become lead of tne Rus-
sian Soviet bureau's diplomatic depart-
ment, a pos.tion which Martens dubbed
the * chancetlorship.”

Another ;mpoitant catch that ha}_)pens;d
early was the arrest of Victor Volodin
of G03 East 138th Street, formerly man-
ager ¢f Novy Mir. Voledin walked into
the Department of Justice headquarters
during the afternoon and sought infor-
mation ahout a friend who had been
sent over to Ellis Island. He was ar-
rested himself and served with a war-
rart ~harging hira with being & Com-
mutist. He was taken to Iillis Island
on: a vpecial tug from the Battery. IFor
s(cme 1eason he was ordered segregated
frum the other prisoners. )

. With warrants issued by Chief Cily
Magistrate AlcAdoo, upon application
of Archibald E., Stevenson of the T.usk
Conmmittee, the State investigating body
Yesterdav repeated visits to three print
and book shops on the lower ecast side.
In the raiding party were F. Gregg, As-
sistont Chief Investigator of the Com-
n fttee, Special Agent Frank Siebh, two
members of the State Constabulary and
L .res from the BRomb Squad.

The-<first.- place visited was the Robit-
nik- Publishing Company. 22 East Fifth
Street, where papers in Ukrainian were
sejzed. The party then went to the
}lore Publishing Company, 5 East Third
Street, ana to the offices of Der Kampf.
a Jewish radical daily, at 413 Grand
Street. At each place the warrant of
authority was pasted on the wegll and
the raiders ranszacked the place.

Bxpart safe openere accompanied the
party to the first two offices. but they
were not needed, as employes promptly
opened the safcs, No arrests were
maile.

Discussing the raids and the decision
of the Federal authorities to turn over
citizens caught for prosecution by the
Statle, Assistant Distriet Atornecy Alex-
ander I. Rorke, in charge of prosecut-.
Ing Reds, said yesterday: J

“1 am glad ro note that the Federal
Government has annuunced that it has
secured absolute proof against some
thousands of the members of the Comni-
munist Party of America and the Com-
munist JLLabor Paity of a consphracy to
overthrow by force the Government of
the United States of America. The mem-!
bers of these paitics were mostly mem-
bers of the Le&ft Wing section of the
Socialist Party of America who broke !
away from that party last August and |
Septembor and deciared for revolution‘
in the United States. In the recent |
country-wide raids upon these radical’
groups, both alicn and native-born mem- |
bers swere arrested. !

“In my opinion the native-born, as'
w2il as the forcign-born. can be prose-
cuted under Federal statutes. 1t would
Secm (o me that Section 1070 of the
United States Compiled Statutes, also
known as Section ¢ cof the Criminal
Coul, weuld apply to thrse and other
revatutionaries who conapire to over-
throw cur Government by force. ‘The
statule reads as follows:

Sedltiouyg Conaspiracy—I1f two or more per-
sons in any State or T.rritory, or m any
place =ublect to the Jurisdiction of the
1'nited Ftates, conspire to overthrow, put
down or desgtroy by force the Government
of the United States, or to vy war against
thom. or to cppcse hy force the authority
thereof, or by force to prevent, hinder or
dalay the execution of any law of the
I'nited States, or by force to seize, take or
PO6E8e38 the property of the United States
contrary to the authority thereof, they
shall each be f{ined not more than $3,000
or Imprisoned not more than six vears, or
both.

 The Department of Justice and the
District Attorney of New York County
are co-operating in the several cases
that are now in those respective of-
ficea.™

Justice Bartow S, Weeks, in the Ex-
traordinary Criminal Term of the Su-
preme Court. yvesterday set Jan. 18 as
the date of trial of ‘‘ Jim " TL.arkin and
Benjamin QGitlow, publishers of The
Reavelutlonary Age, who are charged
with criminal anarchy. Larkin an-
nounced that he would be his own
lawyer.
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
