Lapulsion fromy the Asscmbly of the
five Socinlist members in warranted, sc-
cording to & report of the Rronx County
Iiar Assoclation, made public yestenday.
The report, rmiade by a gpecial committee
appointed to study the Rocialist plat-
forms ‘and constitutions, holds that the
pl~dics required of Socialist candidates
make them ineligibie for public office.

Although the report statex that the in-
quiry of the commitice was not con-
feerned with ** the meritr or demerits of
any pending proceedings against any in-
dividual, group or party,” the discussion
ll:=s confinsd to the Socialiet *arty, and
the conclusiuns arrived at relate to con-
ditions =imilar to those §n the caxe of
the five suspended Arzemablymen. The
report ix more geaeral in fts scope than
the action of the New York State and
County Dar Association. which opposed
the ousting of the Socialists.
