The Governor’s Speech.

In response, Gov. Dix said:

*“I esteem it an honor and a privilege
to have a share In the programme and
enjoyment of this auspicious occasion. In

the name of the peopie of the State of
New York I accept these magnificient
buildings and bid you Godspeed in the
work of charitvy and benevolence which
such noble expression in the
splendld edifices that are to adorn tnls
site, and for years to come minister to
the neads of the infants and children who
shall be brought withiin their portals.

“To me it iz a happy omen that this
occurs on the birthday anni-
versary of the immortal Washington. His
lite of absolute devotion to the noblest
ideals finds a fitting complement in the
large vision and inspliring altrulsm of the
men and women by whose unselfish labor
and personal sacrifice these magnificient
buildings have been concelved and
crented.

“ Weashington is, and ever will be, the

most beloved of all Americans, for a deep-
er reason than that he was the Father of
his Couniry. His achievement was even
greater than the establishment of the in-
dependence of the colonies. - He was the
first among the statesmen and warriors
of his day and generation to inculcate by
living example the lesson that the talent
intrusted to us by the Author of our be-
ing is to be used and developed for the
common good. A broad and almost divine
spirit of unselfishness constituted the ba-
sis of the patriotism of George Washing-
ten. The quallty of compleie self-denial
and willing service to his fellow-men that
was woven into the very fibre.of his being
has made Washington the one unique fig-
ure in American history. Hence it is that
you have done well to assoclate with the
birthday of George Washington this asy-
lum and home, born of seli-denial and ded-
icated to the service of mankind.

“ Patriotism is a great unifying force
ainong a people. But to make it & human-
izing force operating for the true glory
of Stale or ation, patriotism must be
blended through and through with the
spirit of human sympathy that speaks in
deeds of charity and benevolence. Other-
wise love of country will be little more
than a barren ideality, finding expression
only In abstractions and war. But
when allled with philanthropic endeaver
founded on heart-felt sympathy, patriot-
fam finds its full potentiality and incul-!
cates the divine lesson that man must not
alone be willing to dia on a battlefieid
for the honor of the country of his birth
or adoption, but that he must also live
and, if need be,  die for his fellow-men. |
