DISCUSS PLAN TO BAR MAYS.

Boston-Detroit Teams Put Action
~Up to Speaker—Strike Proposed.

BOSTON, Aug. 17.—A decision to con-
sult Manager Speaker of. the Cleveland
Americans before taking any action to-
ward asking that Carl Mays, pitcher of
the! New -York team, be ‘barred from
further participation in organized base-
ball, was reached by members of the
Boston and Detroit teams after a mneet-
ing today. Several of the players ex-
pressed the opinion that some move of
this kind should be made as a result
of the death of R4y Chapman of Cleve-
land, who was.  hit by a ball pitched
by Mays yesterday. : . ;

Saortstop - Bush of the Detroit team
announced that he was prepared to vol-
unteer his services to the Cleveland club
for the rest of the season Iif sanction of
the League officlals could be obtained.
Sentiment among his fellow players in-
dicated that no opposition to such an
arrangement was probable from mem-
bers of his own club. |

Members of the Boston Cluh who were
team mates of Mays until the latter
deserted, the club prior to his sale to
New York last year said they felt
certain the "Detroit players would Jjoin
in any action that might be decided on.

The players .held -.a meeting at the
clubhouse before taking the rield this
afternoon. 'The petition was discussed,
as was the proposal to refuse to play in
any game .in which Mays took part. It
wag said that the players were agreea
that action of some kind should be taken
bg' them, but at the suggestion of some
of the cooler heads it "was decided  to
ask Manager Tris Speaker af the Cleve-
land Club for a statement on the fatal
acc!dest and en the action praposed.

AMays has been a storm centre af base-
bidll controversy for years, first because
of his close pitching, as a result of which
players frequently complajned that he
had tried to ‘‘ dust thém off,"”’ and later,
when the deal betwecen the Boston and
New. York Clubs, by which he was
transferred, precipitated a factional
fight among club-owners and President
i‘Iohnson which threatened to disrupt thc
eagueo ' : ‘ ’
