The project would require the
relocation of 1,972 families liv-
ing along the route, and 804
business establishments would
have to be moved,

Forty-four witnesses-opposed
the project yesterday on the
ground that it would uproot
families, would destroy com-
munity life and noted land-
marks and would fall short of
solving traffic problems.

Five witnesses argued that
the project would save time-and
money, would prevent traffic
from strangling the city's econ-
omy and would eliminate sev-
eral old buildings considered to
be fire hazards.
