‘Shortage .of Supply Is Becoming Seri-
-ous for New York as Well as
- Westchester Towns.

Heaith Department officials are still in-

" vestigating the outbreaks of typhold fe-
. ver which have occurred in Manhattan
and the Bronx, and were not prepared

vesterday to state what are their causes.

JHowever, Commissioner Lederle was quite
_e¢ertain that they were not the result of

- the condition of the city’'s water supply.
Yet it is admitted that the -water |s
getting almost desperately low, and that
every day two and a half tons of hypo-
-chloride of lime are tilted into the Croton
agqueduct. But this, it was explained at
the Water Supply Depariment yester-
"day, has been golng on now for five

.months, and means merely that there is
present a certain quantity of bacilli coli

communis, which in themselves are not
dangerous. Typhold and other dangerous
£erms are never found unless these bacilli
can be detected, but the bacilli may and
geterally do exist without any of the
-malignant germs being mixed with them.

The number of cases of typheid in Man-
hattan in the last four weeks has been
£0, 82, 86, and 88, and this week there
tiave been another 28 cases. In the Bronx
in the last four weeks the records show
10, 19, 37, and 47 cases, and In the present
week another 23. In Manhattan there
has been a large increase over the aver-
&ge since the second week in June, and
in the Bronx since the last week In July.

Following the average of other years,
Manhattan should not have had more

than 305 cases in the last ten weeks, it
actually had 596. In the iast four weeks
the average should have been not more
than 113 cases, but there were 336. In
‘the Bronx the average called for 30 cases
in the last four weelks, and there were 113.

One cutbreak of note has been at the

Roman Catholic Orphan Asylum, which

. has a population of 1,100. Since the end
-of July thiere have bkeen thirty-five cases,
but none of the boys or girls have dieq,
and it is believed that now the outbreak
-4s well under control.

Anotlter centre of the disease has been
in the district bounded by Seventy-ninth
and Fighty-second Streets, between Co-
lumbus Avenue and the North Rliver.
"The cause of infection here is believed
by the Health Department officials to be
-3n the milk supply. It was brought from
‘a gmall toan in tha ncrth of the Stuts
 here typhoid has been rife, and the milk
is supposed to have Deen Infected. It
was aiscovered that eightv-esix cases had
occurred in families supplied by one miik
ccmpany and fifty among the customers
of another company. The Health Depart-
ment officials believe that these coincl-
dences give the clue to this particular
outlLreak.

Aeanwhile the Croton water is belng
watched day by day, and it is recognized
that in the present state of the reservoisrs
it is z bsolutely necessary that it should

. be subjected to some treatment. The
* Wealer Supply Department maintains: bac-
teriological stations at important points
in the Croton watershed, and each. day
closed betiles aAre let down into the res-
ervairs and by a special device are obened
5t exactly the depth 2zt which the water
10 be tested flows., As yet it is Imain-
tained both at the Water Supply and
IHealth Departments that nothing ‘has
been detected by the most rigorous analy-
gig to cause alarm on the score of health,

A shortage of water of an alarming
flescription does exist. It is reckoned that
there are now 1n storage about 35,000.000,-
O gallons and each day Afanhattan and
the Bronx draw oif for their drinking and
sanitary purposes about 285,000,000 gal-
Jops. To keep it down even to this amount
painful economy is necessary. The acruul
‘consumpiion has been cut down by about
50,000,000 gallons a day by the stopping
ot the flushing of the streets, the sprink-
Jing of latwns, and the washing down of
bevements with Lose. Also the 10,000,000
gallon Increase in the daily consumption,
which the growth of the population wonld
ordinarily justify, has been avoided.

But, even with 211 this care Commis-
sloner Thompson reports that at this time
last yvear there were in storage 735,000,-
000,000 gallons, and that the lowest point
reached by the reservoirs in Decembver
Just befors the gnows was 37.000,000,000
gallons, so that the city is already worse
oif than it was at any time last year.

Roughly speaking {t Is reckoned that
there is water enough to last for four
months, but here there enters an element
of doubt. It isnot clear that the entire 33,-
600,000,000 gallons can be utilized. In the
first place the reservoirs are not con-
structed so that the}v! can be drained ¢o
the last drop. In the second place the
water, a3 it gets lower, becomes foul and

‘muddy, and whatever malignant deposits

there may be have less chance to settle.’
Perhaps a seventh or eighth of the water
now stored up can never be used, and ls
of value merely as a foundation on_which
the available supplies can be based.
Meanwhile, every day huge casks of 1ime
are transported to tne aqueduct Just south
of Briarcliff Manor, and there -puinped
through a pipe into the water flowing be-
low. It is too small a quantity to give
any taste to the water, and it cannot .re-

‘mMove the vegetable matter which has of

late given to it so curious a taste, smell,
and color. But this vegetable deposit is
deciaréd by the authorities to be quite
harmless, and the lime poured in is sald
to be sufficient to care for any noxiocus

cerms that may roam around.

The bitter cryv of water shortage is not,
however, confined to New York. The West-
chester County Chamber of Commerce at
a special meeting on Thursday afternoon-
considered the dire straits to which the
section of the county supplied by the
Consolidated Water Company is in. Along
the Hudson there is, it is said, hardly ten
or twelve days’ supply of water in stor-

‘age, and complaints were made that the

Consolidated Water Company, which looks
after North Tarrytown, Hastings, Dobbs
Ferry, Ardsley, and a portion of Scars-
dale, has neglected to put in adequate
reservoirs. '

It watershed should, it is maintalned,
supply, without difficulty, 80,000 persons,
as it is twelve square miles in area and is
one of the best which the City of New
York has left to the surrounding country.

But it is alleged that its opportunities
have been neglecied, and a number of
residents of Greenburzh hayve started a
movement for the expropriation of its
property. The Westchester Chamber of
Commerce has taken the matter up and
adopted at its meeting a resolution de-
manding immediate action, and asking
Gov. Dix, the State Conservation Commis-
sion, and the town and village officers to
co-operate in a plan to provide water for:
