The comnmittee in charge of the construoe-
tion of the pedestal and the erection of the
gtatue of ** Liberty Enlightening the World,"” in
order to raise more funds for its completion,
have prepared from models furnished by the
artist & perfect fao simile miniature statuette,
which they gare deilivering to subscrivers

throughout the United States. It 1s estimated
that £40,000 Is yet needed to pay for theiron
fastenings and the erection of the statue. Lib-
eral subscriptiors for the minfature statuettes
will, it is believed, produce the desired amount,
and Richbard Butler, the BSecretary of the Amer-
fcan Committee of the Statue of Liberty, whose
office isat No. 33 Mercer-street, has undertaken
to dispose of them. The smallest statuette is
six inches in heignt, the figure being bronzed
and the pedestal nickel-sllvered, and 1S sold at
;1 delivered. A larger size 18 sold at 5.
t is 12 inches in helght, and beautifully bronzed
and nickeled. One 12 inches in height, finely
chased, with the statue bronzed and the pedes-

tal heavily siiver-plated, with & plush stand, is
sold at $10.
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
