It will have
a 12,000-car parking lot and is de-
signed to entertain a peak daily
attendance of 90,000 persons. Ex-
hibitors using its space are ex-
pected to invest $14,000,000 on
their projects which will depict
their particular contributions to
our American traditions and prog-
ress.
