Leglslators Move to - Bar So-
cialist Ballots Until They
Stand For Americanism.

DEBATE NEARLY 24 HOURS

Vote to Expel Three Assembly-
men Was 116 to 28 and on
Other Two 104 to 40.

E;; VOTERS BETRAYED,THEY SAY

 WIIl Take Appeal to Nation’s High-
! est Tribunal if They Lose
in State Court.

ALBANY, April 1.—At 10 o’'clock this
morning, following a 23-hour session, the
Assembly. expelled from its membership
the five Socialists, Louis Waldman and
August Claessens of New York, Samuel
'A. De Witt and Samuel Orr of the
Bronx and Charles Solomon of Kings
and declared their seats vacant. The
vote for expulsion, takén on each i'ndi-
vidual case, was overwhelming.

In the cases of Waldman, Claessens
‘and Solomon against whom there were
individual charges as well as those
‘growing out of their membership in the
Socialist Party, the vote was 116 for ex-
pulsion to 28 against. In the cases _of
Orr and De Witt, against whom there-
were no indn idual charges, the \ote was
104 for expulsmn to 40 agalnst.

Following the expulsion, speaker
‘Sweet and his lieutenants today took
-steps to carry out the recommendation
made by theAssembly Judiciary Com-
mittee that the Socialist Party be out-
lawed at the polls until it purges itself
of principles and practices which are
held to be disloyal and ‘treasonable to
the Government of the State and nation.

Speaker Sweet announccq{ this after-
.noon that two biils’ were being prepa,red
for this purpose, that one had practi-
cally been completed and that bdoth

might be introduced as early 48 tomot-
row and in any event not later than

next Monday night.
Must Recorstruct Soc!alist Party.

Speaker Sweet said he was not pre-
pared to discuss the details of the pro-
posed legislation, but that it was being
designed to compel the Socialist Party
to become thoroughly American and ex-
clusively political by purging itself of
fundamental errors woven into the fabric
of its fundamental law and expressed in
its platform and policies.

In order to meet the provisions of the
proposed measures the Socialist Party
must do these things.

It must exclude aliens, minors and
other non-voters from the governing
party committees.

It must divert party control from the
small group of ** dues-paying '° members
and turn the management of the party
over to enrolled Socialists, as contem-
plated Ly the direct primary law.

It must renounce entangling alliances
with the Third Internationale or any
other. similar aggregation of radicals
abroad which have adopted forms of or-
ganization and programs dictated by
political conditions in countries where
the ballot box is not available as an
- antidote to political and economic
WIOngs.

It must amend its Constitution by
eliminating any clauses in conflict with
_provisions of State and national Con-
- stitutions, such as the clause prohibit-
ing members of the Socialist Party
elected to legislative bodies from voting
for military and naval appropriations.

It must discontinue the practice of ex-
ecting pledges from Soclalistg elected to
- office which would have the effect of
interfering with their complete freedom
of action, so far as the party is con-
cerned, in public office.

It must abandon what now is a fixed
policy of the Socialist Party, propa-
ganda and organization work under-
taken with a view to supplementing
pqlitical action with industrial action
such as sabotage and the general strike.

It must adopt a policy definitely com-
mitting the party to attain its ends
~through political, parllamentary and
peaceful means. -

It was pointed out that severance of
relations existing or contemplated with
the Third Internationale, or any other
internationale, would not debar the So-
cialists from sending representatives to
international gatherings of Socialists for
the discussion of topics of mutual in-
terest and concern, but it would pro-
hibit Socialists in this country from sub-
scribing to any program which might
commit the party in this country to
policies initiated abroad and out of har-
mony with the political system or prac-
tice of the institutions and Government
of the United States. -

That considerable difficulty was belng
encountered in the drafting of the pro-
posed measures to make them conform
‘with the Constitution and render them
.proof against repudiation in the courts
"was not denied by those engaged in
.thelr framing. Pains were being taken,
it was stated, to make the bills safe
from attack on the ground that they
~were in conflict with the theory of rep-.
resenta.tive government or repressive in
eharacter.

!'he recommendation of the Judiciary:
Majority Committee was that ‘ appro-:
priate legislation be endcted to the end:
that hereafter no party, group or po-'
litical organization in which aliens are

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 acceptable as members, or whose prin-
| ciples, policles or program are respons-
ive to or determined by an orginiza-
tion, national or State, composed of per-
' sons not members of the electorate of
‘the nation or State, shall be privileged
'to occupy the position of a political
|party’ on the official ballot of this
. State.”

An Hour Spent in Balloting. -

The gverwhelming majority of 116 to
28 which expelled Claesgens, Waldman
and Solomon came as a surprise even
to the most sanguinc among thosc who
'had been advocating the ousting of the
five radicals. Only one of the latter,
' Louils Waldman, was In attendance
lwhen the final vote came.

Telegrams Congratulate Sweet,

Speaker Sweet, while he refused to
mtke anyv comment on the vote, was vis-
ibly elated today. Scores of telegrams,
some from persons of prominence in the
political, financial or industrial world,
congratulating the Speaker, have been
received by him.

'The fact that the final vote did not
come until today makes the filling of the
vacancies by special election impossi-
ble, except in case of an extraordinary

session of the Legislature. While the
Legislature might be called together if
thie U'nited States Supreme Court should

Socialism Exposed, Says Newton,

ALBANY, April 1 (Associated Press.)
—* The sensible people of the State will
"have no misgivings about the stand of
an American Legislature,’”’ Attorney
General Newton, chief counsel for the

Judiciary Committee, - declared today
“after the final vote had been taken

expelling the Socialist Assemblymen.
‘““They have lecarned that to coun-
tenance the activities of radicals is to
invite disaster to American Government
ahul will not share the view of certain
political aspirants and misdirected citi-
zens that it is necessary to handle dis-

loyalists and seditionists with kid
gloves. I have no sympathy with that
elass of citizens who by impul-e of s

conception aided and comforted these
Socialist Assemblymen far more than
' the members of their own party. The
investigation has gone far toward in-
' forming the people of the State and
nation about the real alms and pur-
poses of Socialism.”

By its action the Assembly established
a precedent altogether unique in legis-
lative history in the United States, as
‘never before has an entire party dele-
 pation been ejected from any legislative
- body. When the Assembly adjourned,
. it had been in continuous session for
“twenty-three hours and. forty minutes.

'Phere was a brief outburst of applause
when the Clerk announced the vote on
Waldman’s case, followed by another
mild demonstration a few Seconds later
when Speaker Sweet announced: .

‘“ The resolution having been duly
passed, I declare the seat occupied by
Louis Waldman vacant.”

The announcements in the case of the
other Socialists were received in silence
by members and spectators, until the
final declaration by the Speaker that
Orr's seat was vacant, when there was
a last brief outburst of mild cheering
and handclapping.

The women members were evenly di-
vided, the Republican - member, Miss
Margaret L. Smith of New {York, voting
to expel the entire delegation, while her
Democratic colleague, Miss Elizabeth
Van R. Gillette of Schenectady, consist-
ently favored their retention.

Waldman and Solomon Issue Statement.

ALBANY, April 1l.-—Louis Waldman
and Charles Solomon, two of the un-
seated Socilalist Assemblymen, today is-
sued the following statement:

‘“ Treason has been committed in the
New York Assembly by Republicans
and Democrats, with few honorable ex-

ceptions. A bi-partisan combination has
overthrown reptresentative government.
The represcntatives of a political party
have been driven from the legislative
halls solely because their platform was
distasteful to their political opponents.

“* The Constitution has been lynched,
and the perpetrators of this outrage
must be brought to justice. The spirit
of the mob breathed in the Assembly
debate throughout the weary hours,
Under the leadership of Speaker Sweet,
man after man was openly incited to
violence.

“* The doctrine of arbitrary power was
shamelessly proclaimed again and again.

“* The forces of plutocracy and reac-
tion have temporarily triumphed. The
common people have been told they have
no voice in government except on the
sufferance of the hirelings of wvested
interests to whom the powers of state
have been surrendered.

‘“ The outrage at Albany is a clarion
call to the people of America to rally
for the revival of their ancient liber-
ties, The life of democratic institu-
tions is at stake, and the people must
get together to right the wrong,

‘““The workers by whom we were
elected must and willgbe heard. If the
people are to be driven from the ballot
box, where shall they go?

**The right of the ballot is an Ameri-
can right, and those who deny it are
traitors.

‘“ The Assembly has consummated the
act of lawlessness it began on Jan. 7.
‘Where the verdict was not the product
of hysteria and Ignorance it was the
fruit of contemptible political jobbery.
The Albany outrage is the culminating
step in a series of assaults on our popu-
lar liberties which will jolt the people
into a new political conscliousness.

““ The Socialist Party refuses to regard
the act of the Assembly as more than
a mad manifestation of fear for the
growing political power of labor,

** It will not be swerved Irom its his-
toric course and,mission. With greater
faith and vigor than ever it will go on

agitating, educating and organizing the

workers for peaceful social change.

¢ Qocialists will not be goaded into vio-
lence or driven under ground. These
have never been the methods of Social-
jism. Alwavs and everywhere it hags
waged its fight in the open, and where
this opportunity has been denied it has
ceasgelessly fought for political democ-
racy.

““Ve shall go back to our districts
with complete confidence. The people
who sent us here knew us, and they will
repeat their sovereign will in over-
whelming numbers.”’
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
