A4 BILL TO SUBMIT CONSOLIDA-
TION TO THE PEOPLE.

THE MREASURE LIKEELY TO MEET WITH
GREAT OPPOSITION—COMMISSIONER
PECK RETIRES TO PRIVATE LIFE—

NEW GAME AND FISH LAWS PRO-
POSED IN THE ASSEMBLY.

ALBANY, Jan. 25.—The Greater New-York bill

camo into the Senate to-day from Mr. Asapinall,
(Rep., Kings.) The New-York Senatcrs eyed it
askanoe, and predicted that it would meet with
| rough sladding before it reached the Governor.
. They sald that Brooklyn must solve the prob-
lem in itsa own way, and that it was question-
able whether public sentiment in the distriots
affected had orystallized sufHolently to justify
enacting such legialation at this time. Zhe bill
was referred to the Committee on Citles, and &
public hearing will be glven to 1t some after-
noon nexy weel.

Senator Aspinall explained that the bill was
sentto him by the Munisipal Consolidation
Commission of New-York, through its Presi-
dent, Andrew H. Green. The petitions for consol-
idation contained about 20,000 signatures, and
clubs favoring the scheme had beon formed in
many of the towns and distriets included in the

Plan., Under its provisions the refusal of any
one oI the towns affected to wvote in favor of

consolidation will notaffesct the general purpose
of the bill, Itis entitled ‘“ An aot providing for
the submission of consolidation of the City of
New-York with certain territory under a single
municipal administration to o vote of the
people, directing the commiassion appointed by
and undar authority of Chapter 311 of the Laws
of 1890 to report bills to the Legislature for the
incorporation, government, and administration
of the consolidated city, and authorizing an ap-

propriation therefor.”

The territory referred to in the law includes
tho City of New-York, the County of Kings,
the County of Richmond, the town of West-
chester, and that portion of the towns of

East Chester and FPelham which 1lies eouth
of a straight line drawn from the poing
where the northerly line of the City of New-
York meets the centre line of the Bronx River
to the middle of the channel between Hunter's
and Glen Islands in Long Island Sound, Long

Island Clty, the town of Newtown, the town of
Flushing, the town of Jamaloa, and that part of

the town of Hempstead whioh 1s westerly of a
stralght lilne drawn from the southoasterly
point ot the town of Flushing, through the
middle of the channel between Rockaway
Beach and Shelter 1sland to the waters of the
Atlantio Ocean. |

The electors in the district affected shall vote .
upon the question of annexation at the next
general election with ballots specially provided. |
After the election the commission appointed in
1890 shall prepare and report to the Legislat-
ure such Lills as are necessary to bring the af-
fairs of aaid territory under a single municipal
gsdimnipistration. The Board of Xstimate 18 au-
thorized to turn over to the commission $25,000
t0o be raised by taxation on real and personsal
property and by the use of unexpended balance
prior to the year 18393.

COMMISSIONER PECK RETIRES.
When Senator Cantor (Dem., N. Y.,) reported
from the Finance Committee the confirmation
of Thomas J. Dowling of Albany as Commis-

sioner of SBtatistics of Labor, vice Charles F.
Peak, the Senato ndopted the report at once and
unanimously. Mr. Dowling took possession of
the office this afternoon, and Mr. Peck retired
to the snow-clad hills of Steuben County, where
obscurity will claim bim for her own.

SOME BILLS INTRODUCED.
The South Side Sportamen’s Club of L.ong Isl-
and, which was founded about fifteen years ago
by the late John Keteltas Hackett, and which

purchasad the famoas o0ld Snedecor place, has
applied for legisiative ald, by a bill introduced

by Senator Floyd Jonesz, (Dem., Queens,) and
by Mr. Higble (Rep., Buffollk,) in the House, to
increase its real astate holdings to $500,000 and
toextend the boundary lines for hunting and
fishing.

Two other game hills weroe Introduced. One
by Mr. Henneasy, (Dem., Kings,) which was pre-
pared by the Game Commissioners, amending
the game law by shortening the open season
for hunting deer from Septl. 1 to Nov. 1, hound-
ing deer from Bept. 10 to Oot. 15, and for trout
fishing from May 1 to Sept. 1. Foxes are added
to the list of apimsals for which a Lounty is
offered.

The other was offered by Mr, Stanton (Rep.,
Chenangso.} It makes the closed Beason for
grouse from Jan. 1 to Qct. 1.

The Benate refused to conenr in the House
amendenis of Senator MoCarty's (Dem., Kings,)
much-discussed Columbian celebration expense
bill, and the bill was sent to the Judiciary Com-
mittee, which will report it to-morrow.

GOV. FLOWER’S COUNTY ROADS BILL.
Gov. Flower's State roads bill has been per-
eoted, and will be introduced in the House to-
norrow by Mr. Barnard, (Dem., Clinton.) It
wrovides that the SBupervisors of any county
22y by a majority vote adopt the county road

ystem, and shall deaignate roads outside of
ny town or e¢ity limits as county roeds. and

he expense of maintaining thesa roads shall be
, county charge. The amount necessary shall
e appropriated by the board, the amouunt in
ach town being proportionate to the equal-
zad valuation of the real properiy of the town.
'he board is authorized to borrow money from
ime t0o time for the construction, maintenance,
nd repair of the roads in each county, and may
:3u6 bonds or other evidencea of indebtedness
t arate not to exceod 5 per cent. per anouimm.
‘he county roads shall be exclusively under the
arisdiottion of the board and the County Engzi-
ear, who shalil be appointed by the board for a
orm of thret years, and exempt Ifrom the juris-
iation of the hichway oflicers of the town.

The system of taxation ror working and »e-
airing the highways other ttan the courwy
oads in a town 1n a county in which the county-
cad systom is adoptsad shall be the monsy sys-

am of taxation.
