Your week’s prayer activities will include 3 of the following: (You choose)

1. Power Point or Movie Maker (or similar)
2. You Tube or music clip

3. Guided Reflection

4. Shared Prayer Card

Power Point or Movie Maker (or similar)

e Minimum of 12 slides of images reflecting your theme (Clip Art, Google
Images)

e Atleast5 seconds transitions

¢ Min 2 minutes and max of 5 minutes

e Music = instrumental (no singing) to create a mood that reflects your theme
You Tube or Music Clip

Locate a You Tube or video clip that reflects the theme you have chosen.

The You Tube should be of a Christian nature. Ask for help if you're not sure.
