It shows
a great deal of effort, 
thought, and planning.
Multiple instances of 
symbolic connections 
between the EQ and 
the sculpture are 
apparent and artfully 
rendered in your 
sculpture. The
symbolism is original, 
creative, and makes 
profound connections 
beyond surface level.
This gives the viewer 
some new insight into 
significant themes or 
issues that have to do 
with the novel, 
context, or 
intellectual/cultural 
movements of the 
time.

The
presentation is 
planned out and 
practiced so that the 
audience easily gains 
a clear understanding 
of the meaning and 
significance of the art.
