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Course Objectives

The AP Spanish Literature course is similar to a third-year college survey of  Spanish literature, covering selected works 
from the cannon of  Spain and Latin America.  The course stresses literary analysis in both written and oral Spanish, 
preparing students for these college-level abilities:

• close reading of  literary texts across genres;

• understanding lecture in Spanish;

• active participation in discussions on literary topics;

• critical analysis of  the form and content of  literary works.

In addition to literary study, AP Literature students will regularly participate in language usage activities of  a general 
nature, for the purpose of  maintaining and improving overall language fluency (reading, writing, speaking, and listening).

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The Exam

Students have the opportunity to take the AP Literature exam on May 14, 2009.  
The exam consists of the following parts: 

1)  Multiple Choice (40%)  
     65 questions drawn from the required reading list, assessing reading comprehension, literary analysis,   
     and literary terminology.
     80 minutes.
2)  Free-Response (60%)  
     3 essay questions test literary interpretation.  
	 1 poetry question  -work not from list-  
	 1 overall thematic analysis OR comparison question  -work/s from list- 
	 1 analysis of given excerpt OR critical commentary  -work from the list-  
     Essays are assessed for the content of ideas (70%) and the appropriateness of language used to convey them (30%).
