Constant involvement  and immediate feedback

Teacher was asking questions to check for understanding and also used rubric to allow students to reflect 
on their own understanding and performance
real world applications because others need to be able to read and use your map
gains immediate feedback because other students can use their maps to answer questions
self assessment is important for accountability and responsibility

Active involvement and self-assessment  

immediate fedback, applicapable to real life
