The present perfect is used when the time period has NOT finished:

(This week has not finished yet.)
The simple past is used when the time period HAS finished:

» | saw three movies last week.
(Last week has finished.)

The present perfect is often used when giving recent news:
» Martin has crashed his car again.
(This is new information.)
The simple past is used when giving older information:
» Martin crashed his car last year.
(This is old information.)
The present perfect is used when the time is not specific:
? | have seen that movie al ready.
(We don't know when.)
The simple past is used when the time is clear:
» | saw that movie on Thursday.
(We know exactly when.)
The present perfect is used with for and since, when the actions have not finished
yet:
? | have lived in Victoria for five years.
(1 still live in Victoria.)

The simple past is used with for and since, when the actions have already finished:

? | lived in Victoria for five years.

(I don't live in Victoria now.)

(had met), adverbs often come between the first part and the second part (had never met).

The Past Perfect expresses the idea that something occurred before another action in the
past. It can also show that something happened before a specific time in the past.
EXAMPLES:

| had never seen such a beautiful beach before | went to Kauai.

Had you ever visited the U.S. before your trip in 19927

Yes, | had been to the U.S. once before in 1988.

With Non-progressive Verbs and some non-progressive uses of Mixed Verbs, we use the
Past Perfect to show that something started in the past and continued up until another
action in the past.

EXAMPLES:
We had had that car for ten years before it broke down.

By the time Alex finished his studies, he had been in London for over eight years.

IMPORTANT Specific Times with the Past Perfect

Unlike the Present Perfect, it is possible to use specific time words or phrases with the
Past Perfect. Although this is possible, it is usually not necessary.

EXAMPLE:

She had visited her Japanese relatives once in 1993 before she moved in with them in 1996.

If the Past Perfect action did occur at a specific time, the Simple Past can be used instead of
the Past Perfect when before or after is used in the sentence. The words before and after
actually tell you what happens first so the Past Perfect is optional. Both sentences below
are correct.

EXAMPLE:

She had visited her Japanese relatives once in 1993 before she moved in with them in 1996.
She visited her Japanese relatives once in 1993 before she moved in with them in 1996.
HOWEVER

If the Past Perfect action did not happen at a specific time, Past Perfect MUST be used at all
times. Compare the two sentences below.

Some verbs can combine with other verbs using both forms
without changing the basic meaning of the sentence.

Some verbs can combine with other verbs using both forms.

However, with these verbs, there is a change in the basic
meaning of the sentence.

An indirect object is usually placed before a direct object when a

verb takes both an indirect and direct object.

This is the most common form when a verb is followed by both

an object and a verb.

This form is used with a few verbs (let, help and make).

This form is less common than verb + object + infinitive.

Use this form for a clause beginning with ‘that'.

Use this form for a clause beginning with wh- (why, when,
where)

This form is often used when someone does something for
someone else.
