Entrance Scholarships are offered by 
universities and based on marks.  DO NOT 
REQUIRE AN APPLICATION.  They are 
conditional on you earning and maintaining 
your marks.  

BURSARIES – FREE MONEY!  Usually based on 
financial need &/or in combination with your 
academic achievements or pursuits.    

LOANS & FINANCIAL AID – this is NOT free 
money .  These are based on financial need 
and may require you to pay back all/part of 
the money. 

MAJOR Entrance Scholarships are offered by 
universities and based on marks &/or other 
criteria.  A SEPARATE APPLICATION IS
