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Advice and Guidelines

1. Save money by alternating FTF
and virtual classes.

2. Use social ice breakers and team
building activities if only see
students briefly.
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Advice and Guidelines

3. Stream classes when and where
possible and back-up lectures.

4. Keep searching for ideas,
resources, tools, and activities for
blended learning and course
enhancement.
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Advice and Guidelines

5. Think about skills you want to impact
and then the technologies to use, not
the other way around. For instance...

a. If lack auditory, visual, or hands-on
experiences: Try simulations, video
blog postings, podcasts, flash
animations, videos.
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Advice and Guidelines

b. If lack reflection skills: Can try self-
checking, blogging, and reflection
papers...reflect on internships,
practicum and field experiences.

c. If lack preparedness for the profession:
Try online cases and scenarios.
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Advice and Guidelines

d. If the course needs greater instructor
or social presence: Try Twitter,
synchronous sessions, recorded
lectures, chats, etc.

e. If students need more collaborative
skills: Try Google Docs, Ning, Wikibooks,
Google Groups, etc.

8. Share them with other faculty
and other institutions.
