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Hands out Staying 
Healthy Assessment 

(SHA) forms at all 
well child visits < 12 
years old (except 18 

months)

Hands out Ages and 
Stages 

Questionnaire (ASQ) 
at 18 month well 

child visit

Patient fills out form in waiting room

· Collects SHA/ASQ forms
· Scores ASQ 
· Indicates completion of 

form and/or score in 
“nursing intake” navigator 
of  cclink

· Places form in providers’ 
paddle

· Reviews form prior 
to seeing patient

· Completion of 
form and/or score 
automatically 
pulled into 
providers’ note

SHA forms:
· Counsels, 

initials and 
signs form

ASQ forms at 18 
month old visit

If white zone, 
Provide reassurance and 
re-screen as necessary

If gray zone,
Provide learning 

activities, printed off of 
PHN website and re-
screen in 2-3 months

If black zone. 
refer to RCEB/early start 

through care 
coordinators. If pt 

unable to complete or 
more involved referral 
needed, refer through 
PH child health order.

All forms (SHA/ASQ) 
from paddle sent to 
HIM for scanning.

All forms (SHA/ASQ) 
placed back into 
provider paddle
