1. If history of recent TB contact, unless referred by CCPH as a recent contact, obtain name
and contact information of suspected source case, call CCPH (925-313-6740) to verify status

as recent contact to infectious TB suspect or case.

2. Ingeneral, you can start INH at the same time as ordering the LFP. The INH nurse will
follow-up on the test results and hold therapy if needed. Consider consultation or referral

to Chest Clinic if you are concerned.
