Pages turn realistically, their edges following your finger, with a satisfying flip sound. (Unless you turn the sound off.) Alternatively, you can tap or
swipe to turn pages instantly.

When you return to a book, GizReader remembers your place, even if you have resized the text. (Choose from three text sizes in your iPhone's
Settings App.) You can also see from the progress bar where you are in the story.

The app includes unabridged versions of some of the world's most loved masterpieces. The collection grows over time, via free updates.
