Creating Assignments

The page for creating a Turnitin assignment 
within Moodle is similar to the Turnitin as-
signment creation page. From this page, you 
can select to have Originality Reports gener-
ated for an assignment 1 and select which 
databases you would like students’ submis-
sions searched against 2 The assignment 
options also allow you to decide whether or 
not to allow late submission and to chose 
whether or not to allow students to resubmit.

Familiar Interfaces

The inbox for a Moodle Turnitin assignment 
closely resembles the inbox Turnitin users are 
familiar with. From the inbox you can access 
Originality Reports and view report scores 
1, grade a paper with GradeMark 2, or 
download a paper in its original file format 3. 
A new feature of the inbox allows you to see 
all students in your class, including those who 
have not yet submitted a paper 4. Clicking 
the class stats link gives you detailed statistics 
on class activity and submissions 5. 
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
