A century ago, most Ameri-
cans did not own cars. Cars were
popular only among wealthy people,
who could afford them and pay to fix
them when they broke down. All that
changed in October 1908 when the
Ford Motor Company rolled out the
Model T, often called by its nickname,
“Tin Lizzie.”

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The Model T changed
the landscape of America.
Model Ts were affordable,
durable, and easy to repair. These
qualities made Model Ts popular
among everyday Americans, who
bought them in great numbers. Life in
America changed as a result.

The Model T “was kind of the
common car for the common
person,” said John Heitmann, a
history professor at the University of
Dayton in Ohio.

Before the Model T, most Ameri-
cans traveled by horse-and-carriage.
Roads were covered in dirt, not
asphalt. It could take days, even
weeks, to get from one place to
another. The Model T increased the
popularity of cars. Driving allowed
people and businesses to spread out.
Highways were built where there
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were once dirt roads. Eventually,
drive-in restaurants were built, as
well as malls.

How Ford built the Model T also
was revolutionary.

Before the Model T, cars were
very expensive because each was
built one at a time. This took a lot
of effort, so automakers charged a
lot of money for cars. Ford Motor
Company founder Henry Ford
came up with a new way to
build cars—the moving
assembly line. Ford
workers could make
more than one & .

He also was
known for the generous wage he
paid workers.

the top-three U.S. automakers.

The auto industry, based in Detroit,
Michigan, became a leading
business in the U.S.

A century later, U.S. carmakers
face major challenges. They are
competing for car customers with
foreign automakers, such as Toyota
and Nissan of Japan. U.S. automak-
ers also are struggling to make the
kinds of cars that are as popular with
U.S. drivers as the Model T once was.
High gas prices and worries about air
pollution are big concerns among car
buyers. The large, gas-guzzling auto-
mobiles that were once big-sellers
for U.S. automakers are no longer
as popular. Buyers are looking for
smaller, more-energy-efficient cars.
