Picture Walk

Instructions:

1) Divide students info groups.

2) Assign a culturally authentic image to each group.
3) Students respond to a prompt on Post-its.

4) Students stick their Post-its on the wall.

5) Rotate groups to a new picture, then give a new prompt.

Process:
Rotation 1: Generate word banks using the following prompts:
1) Nouns: Name 3 things you see in the picture.
2) Adjectives: Write 3 words that describe this picture.

3) Verbs: List 3 actions related to this picture.

Rotation 2: Generate sentences.
1) Take 3 Post-its off the wall.
2) Write 2 sentences that use the words on your Post-its.

3) Return the Post-its and your sentences to the wall.

Rotation 3: Generate a poem.
1) Reorganize the sentences to tell a poem/story.
2) You may add words if you need to do so.

3) One person from your group will “present” the poem.
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
