Comprehensible pace

Many strategies (circling, gestures,
props/visuals, scaffolding, voice)

Step-by-step

Examples show patterns, model
provided

Mostly in English, with Spanish
used for examples

Too fast or slow

Relies primarily on SAME strategy
DURING the activity

All the steps at once

Inadequate # examples to show
patterns, no model

Incomprehensible pace

Asks questions AFTER the

Consistent routines and
procedures set clear
expectations, facilitate student
engagement/relationships, and
provide security and predictability

Clear, consistent signals for
attention reinforce language
learning

Grouping procedures reinforce
language learning

Transitional activities in Spanish link
previous activities to subsequent
ones, building students’
knowledge and skills

Appropriate, firm, fair, consistent
consequences for misbehavior

Continuous monitoring AND
adjusting = even minor disruptions
addressed

Inconsistent routines and
procedures facilitate some
classroom tasks and interpersonal
relationships

Clear signals for attention
reinforce language learning

Efficient plan for grouping, but
doesn’t reinforce language
learning

Transitions reinforce language
learning and re-engage students
effectively

Appropriate, but inconsistent
consequences for misbehavior

Frequent monitoring OR adjusting
= only major disruptions
addressed

Routines and procedures focused
on teacher control cause conflict

Inefficient signals for attention
(shouting over students)

Plan for grouping = problems

Teacher gives students something
to do during transitions

Unfair or unenforced
consequences for misbehavior

Irregular monitoring and adjusting
= even some major disruptions
missed

No routines and procedures =
confusion

No signals for attention

No plan for grouping students

No plan for transitions =
difficulty reengaging students

No consequences for
misbehavior

No monitoring or adjusting

Assessment,
Student
Accountability, &
Feedback

Frequent formative, summative &
closure activities = continuous
consolidation of learning +
accountability and feedback

Regular formative assessments =
periodic accountability AND
feedback

Occasional formative assessments

= irregular accountability OR
feedback

Summative assessments= little
adjustment to individual
needs
