. Sort words by how the /j/ sound is spelled in the
word: ge and dge

. When is the final /j/ spelled “dge?” (When the sound
right before the /ch/ is a short vowel) When is the
final /j/ spelled “ge?” (When the sound right before
the /ch/ 1s a long vowel, r-controlled vowel, or
consonant sound)
