6 Analysis  

All evidence points to Ms Picky. 

Her shoeprints matches the one found at crime scene. Her pen ink matches the note left at the 

crime scene.  The fiber found at crime scene matches her coat.  P1 (flour) found on her may 

come from the bakery. P2 (gypsum and CaCO3) come from her home project work (gypsum 

from drywall, and CaCO3 from the granite tile) and they found at the crime scene.  Also the 

Police station is not on her way from home to library, so she lied about why she was recorded 

on the camera.    Ms Picky did this because she was unhappy about the store refused to refund 

for the cake. 

 

There is not enough evidence points to Ms Cookie. Although C-1 (flour) and C-2 (baking soda 

and salt)match some evidence from crime scene, they are common in bakery (Ms. Cookie works 

in another bakery). Also her pen, shoe print and cloth fiber do not match the crime scene 

evidence. 

There is not enough evidence points to Mr Lazy. L-1 (Vc) is not found at crime scene.  L-2 (flour 

and sugar) matches CSE-1 and CSE-3, but Mr Lazy worked in Yummy Bakery and it is very likely 

to have them on his sweater. Also his pen, shoe print and sweater fiber do not match the crime 

scene evidence. 

There is not enough evidence points to Mr Unhappy. U-1 (NaAc) ,which is a commonly used on 

farm, and U-2 (Gelatin and yeast) are not found at crime scene.   Also his pen, shoe print and 

jacket fiber do not match the crime scene evidence.
