Outline of 
arrangement 

• Includes some 
delineation of 
arrangement 

• May have redundant 
elements 

• May have incorrect 
elements 

• Includes some 
delineation of 
arrangement 

• Includes examples, 
either through 
paraphrase or quotation 

• May have redundant 
elements 

• May have incorrect 
elements 

• Includes 4 levels or fewer of 
arrangement 

• Uses paraphrase, but is not 
always effective 

• Employs at least one 
quotation 

• Outline is correct 

• Includes 4 levels or more of 
arrangement 

• Uses efficient paraphrase 
• Employs quotations for each part of 

arrangement 
• Outline is correct and shows insight 

into arrangement 

Identification of 
mode 

Identification is made, 
but is not a mode/pattern 
of development   
 

Identifies mode/pattern of 
development incorrectly or 
is not for assigned chapter 

Correctly identifies mode/pattern 
of development but is not the 
most prominent in chapter 

Correctly identifies most prominent 
mode/pattern of development in chapter 

Example 
demonstrating 

mode 

Gives an example, but is 
not clearly of a pattern 
of development 
 

Gives an example, but does 
not correctly exemplify 
pattern of development 

Gives an example that 
demonstrates correct pattern of 
development 

Gives an example that demonstrates 
pattern of development clearly and 
effectively  

Explain 
significance/im
pact of mode 

• Explanation of why 
authors chose 
particular mode is 
present but 
insufficient, 
incomplete, or not a 
clear expression of 
an idea 

• States why the authors 
chose particular mode, 
but is vague or an 
incorrect argument 

      OR 
States why the authors chose 
particular mode, but does not 
offer reasons or explanation 
AND 
• States what effect the 

choice in mode has on 
meaning, but is 
redundant or insufficient 
OR 

Does not clearly state what 
effect the choice in mode has 
on meaning 

• States why the authors chose 
particular mode of 
development and gives 
reason(s) 

• Explains what effect the 
choice in mode has on the 
meaning of the text  

• Effectively states why the authors 
chose particular mode of 
development, giving reasons and 
specific explanations 

• Effectively explains what effect the 
choice in mode has on the meaning 
in the text, giving examples and 
clear explanations
