Volume of Pyramids and Cones



Theorem 12.9 Volume of a Pyramid
The volume, V, of a pyramid 18 given by

V=1/3 Bh

where B 1s the area of the base and h 1s the height



Theorem 12.10 Volume of a Cone
The volume, V, of a cone 1s given by

V=1 Bh=1/3 p1r°h

where B 1s the area of the base, h 1s the height, and r 13 the radius of
the base.
