Lab & Classroom Procedures

Starting the Class:

1. Let bookbags, coats and all personal items under your seat.
2. Log into the computer and go to the Mr. Connors wiki website.

3. Log onto your module (if we are working on modules). If not, work on your
previous assignment from the day before.

During Class:

1. If you have a partner, you may work quietly with your partner.
