To get into Scootle 
1. Login to CEVN 

 

 
 

2. Click on CNA Portal – the second tag at the top of page, then click on the hyperlink ‘CNA 
Education Portal’ to gain entrance to Catholic Network Australia Portal(CNA) 

 

 
 

3. A dropdown box will appear on the main page. These are all dioceses currently having 
access to links to sites and features relevant to Learning & Teaching

4. You are now prompted to Login (Use upper case C in your Cnumber. If no luck try lower 
case c.

5. You now are at welcome page of Catholic Network Australia (CNA) Portal and have 
access to vision of CNA, resources and the directory of Catholic School Educators. 

The directory supports teachers to locate teachers across Australia , eventually 
leading to forming of interest groups and other collaborative methods. 

 

 
 

6. Scootle is a search engine for Learning Federation. To gain access, click on the Education 
Resources tag & this page will appear. Australian Catholic School teachers have
