We need to have drivers and supervisors for this event. This may involve taking a vehicle
which can be used in case of emergency and helping to supervise a group of children during
the visit. Please indicate on the attached form if you are able to help. (Due to the nature
of this trip it is not suitable to have preschoolers with us.)

We plan to leave school at 9am promptly and be back by 2.30pm. Drivers will need to
complete the attached form and return it to school ASAP.
