Evidence of
enrollment must be provided (transcript, current semester grade report, letter of admission,
letter from program director, or copy of school registration).

Financial need is not a requirement.
The applicant must be a resident of the area served by the CSLA Southern Region. Please

The applicant must be a member of the California School Library Association or become a
member upon receipt of the scholarship.

The recipient commits, if selected, to participating as an active CSLA volunteer as a member
of at least one committee.

Previous winners of this scholarship, and those who will complete their Teacher Librarian
Credential program by the time the current scholarship is awarded, are not eligible.

The applicant must provide two (2) letters of recommendation, using the form provided in
this application packet. One letter of recommendation must be from a CSLA SOUTHERN
REGION member, and one must be from a professor in the credential program in which the
applicant is enrolled.
