Thesis 
Statement 

The thesis statement 
names the topic of the 
essay and outlines the 
main points to be 
discussed. 

The thesis statement 
names the topic of the 
essay. 

The thesis statement 
outlines some or all of 
the main points to be 
discussed but does not 
name the topic. 

The thesis statement 
does not name the topic 
nor does it preview 
what will be discussed. 

Closing 
paragraph 

The conclusion is 
strong and leaves the 
reader solidly 
understanding the 
writer's position. 
Effective restatement of 
the position statement 
begins the closing 
paragraph. 

The conclusion is 
recognizable. The 
author's position is 
restated within the first 
two sentences of the 
closing paragraph. 

The author's position is 
restated within the 
closing paragraph, but 
not near the beginning. 

There is no conclusion - 
the paper just ends.
