Engaging narrative analysis of Bains' study of 60-70 highly effective teachers (including 
Lany Michaelsen, described on p. 128 in the section "Getting Students to Talk") and what they 
have in common. Bains' emphasis on making big, guiding questions that are highly relevant to 
students provide confirm the relevance of TBL application activities and help identizy the 
distinctive focus needed in humanities & social science disciplines. . .

Method (Cambridge, MA: Harvard Business Press). Theoretical discussion a.n,d.practic~ examples 
of the case studies approach· now widely used in business, medical and other professional schools. 
Though more open-ended than team-based learning, written cases provide vivid examples of 
sources that serve as evidence of the culture of discussion teaching, which the authors provide as 
tools for understanding the method.

Palmer, as 
sociologist, also features and impiicitly contrasts the use of sources as evidence ofculture in 
humanities. & social science disciplines vs. use of sources in the practical and theoretical sciences.
