Background:

Hong Kong cinema is the principal source of the Hong Kong film
industry’s global fame. It combines elements from the action
movie, as codified by Hollywood, with Chinese storytelling and
aesthetic traditions, to create a culturally distinctive form that
nevertheless has a wide transcultural appeal.

No single figure was more responsible for this international
profile than Bruce Lee, an American-born, Hong Kong-raised
martial artist and actor. Lee completed just four movies before
his death at the age of 32: The Big Boss (1971), Fist of Fury and
Way of the Dragon (both 1972) and Enter the Dragon (1973). But
in this very brief career he became cinema's first global
Chinese superstar.

The only Chinese performer who has ever rivaled Lee's global
fame is Jackie Chan. Like many kung fu performers of the day,
Chan came out of training in Peking opera and started in film as
a stuntman. In 1978, Chan teamed up with action choreographer
Yuen Woo Ping on Yuen's directorial debut, Snake in the Eagle’s
Shadow. The resulting blend of physical comedy and kung fu
action provided Chan with his first hit and the rudiments of what
would become his signature style. Chan's follow-up movie with
Yuen, Drunken Master (also 1978), and his directorial debut,
Fearless Hyena (1979), were also giant hits and cemented his
popularity.

Summary:

Background on Italian Opera:

Opera is a form of theater in which the drama is conveyed
wholly or mainly through music & singing. Opera emerged
in Italy around the 1600’s and usually associated with the
Western classical music tradition. It uses many of the elements
of spoken theater such as scenery, costumes, & acting.
Generally, however, opera is distinguished from other dramatic
forms by the importance of song & conventions of vocal
technique. Singers are accompanied by a musical ensemble
ranging from a small instrumental ensemble to a full symphonic
orchestra. It may also incorporate dance; this was especially
true of French opera for much of its history.

Summary of the Marriage of Figaro:

The Marriage of Figaro is a "sequel" to The Barber of Seville,
and recounts a single "mad" day in the palace of the Count. The
Count seeks favors of Susanna who is to be wed to her love,
Figaro, the Count's valet. Figaro, Susanna, & the Countess con-
spire to embarrass the count & expose his infidelity. At night, all
find themselves on the palace grounds, where a comic series of
cases of mistaken identity result in the Count's humiliation.

Our Adaptation: Figaro is preparing their prom clothing, while
Susana is preparing her prom headpiece. They talk about the
wonderful life they will have together. After Figaro leaves,
Susana invites her friend Veronica to help her write a love note.
However, Veronica realizes that the same man Susana will be
married to, is actually her long time unrequited love. After a
major catfight, Susana is then left to decide whether she will
date the Count instead, but decides not to in the end, because
her love for Figaro is much too great.

Background:

Telenovelas, also known as teleseries, is a television program
produced originally in Latin America, transmitted through daily
episodes, narrating a fictional story (although it can be based
on real-life events) with tons of drama. They are similar to soap
operas although Spanish telenovelas are much shorter in
length. They normally have a limited number of episodes that
doesn’t pass a hundred or a couple hundred within one year. In
some cases they may extend themselves to three years. A
telenovela guarantees over-acted drama that never seems to
end.

Summary:

After learning that her
boyfriend was dancing with her rival Veronica, Selena gets
upset. After class ends Rodrigo and Selena get into an emotional
argument.
