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You can also remove
large background areas

quickly by using the rectangle,

elipse or free motion "lassos" Just be
careful not to erase your subject.

On a PC, after you select the
background to be erased, just

press "delete." On a Mac, you

have to press the "fn" key with the

"delete" key to erase the background.
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Note: To deselect a lasso or eraser,
go to the menu and click on "select."
Then click on "none" and the last tool you
used will be deselected.
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Zoom in close enough for you to clearly see the areas that need to be removed.

If you need to, change your brush size to a smaller size so you don't accidentally erase your subject.
Work on one section of your image at a time. Remember to scroll up and down and then left and right
to delete all of the background in your image.
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When you have selected File, Save As, you will see this
dialogue box. Name your file and save it as a GIF image.

This is very important since you cannot have a transparent
background in a JPG file. Only GIF and PNG files can have
transparent backgrounds, and GIF is the more commonly used
image file for this purpose.
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Now your image is ready to be used as a “layer” in Comic Life! Using these
