In addition to providing instruction regarding the use of several “cool tools”, you will also learn how to
demonstrate qualities of a responsible digital citizen. To that end, | have developed a set of classroom
guidelines to ensure that all students have the opportunity to learn in a safe and secure digital environment.

Please take a2 moment to review the following information:

1. Students using Web 2.0 technology tools agree to utilize classroom accounts (i.e. Glogster, Animoto, etc.)
to create school-related projects only.

2. Students using these tools agree not to share personal information - such as pictures, family name, user
name, email address, school name, city and/or any other information that could enable someone to locate or
contact them - when developing school -related projects.

3. Otudents using these tools agree not to change their assigned user name or password nor are they
permitted to share this information with anyone besides their teachers, parents and/or guardians. In
addition, logging into another student’s account is not acceptable.

4. Students using these tools are expected to treat them as classroom spaces. Speech and/or behavior that
is inappropriate for class is also inappropriate when utilizing these applications - regardless of whether or
not the tool is accessed during the school day. Consequences will be provided for students who use
inappropriate language when utilizing a technology application.

5. Students using these tools must understand these spaces will sometimes be utilized as a vehicle for
sharing thoughts and ideas. Users are encouraged to post respectful, helpful messages. If any student
receives a comment that is disrespectful and/or makes him/her feel uncomfortable, notify me immediately.
Do not respond to the remark.
