If you want to change them as well go through
exactly the same process for Captions and for
Lettering. You may choose the same font family
or a different thing for each.

Continue until you have a preferred set of styles for
each part of Comic Life. These may include a font
suitable for level, lettering that has better legibility or
a colour scheme that suits your school / tastes / focus.




Go File - Save Stylesheet and give
Load Stylesheet... your new style a name that makes
sense. Remember this is the one you
want as your default every time you

load Comic Life

Close Comic Life. When it reopens it should
have your new Style selections as the default.

If you have a special style for things like newsletters, presentations,
homework sheets, help sheets that you want to use regularly but do
not want them as the Default, save them as a Stylesheet and then,
when you open a new page go to File and Load the specific
Stylesheet you want. This will bring in all of your settings for that
particular task. Make sure you name your Styles with a title that
makes sense.
