In 1997 a large part of Serbia’s population protested to take M
ilosevic out of pow

er. H
e 

responded to this by increasing his grip on the country. Political assassinations becam
e 

the a frequent occurrence. H
e brutalized the A

lbanian ethnic group. T
his led to 

form
ation of the K

LA
 (K

osovan Liberation A
rm

y) by the A
lbanians. 

W
hen the K

LA
 used any type of violence against the Serbian G

overnm
ent, M

ilosevic 
w

ould react w
ith extrem

e irrational acts of brutality. W
hen the K

LA
 killed a Serbian 

police officer,  M
ilosevic killed 58 m

en.



Did the US intervene?
T

he U
S w

as appalled by the crim
es M

ilosevic w
as perpetrating on the A

lbanian 
population. A

s a result they dem
anded rem

oval of Serbian troops, equal treatm
ent to 

all ethnic groups, and allow
 U

.N
.  peacekeepers. If these w

ere not m
et the U

S w
ould 

start bom
bing Serbia.

M
ilosevic did not agree to these term

s, so the U
S bom

bed Serbia in the M
arch of 1999.

hat happened as a result of the intervention 

M
ilosevic im

m
ediately rounded up the A

lbanian population and separated them
 into 

tw
o separate groups. W

om
en and children w

ere grouped together and sent to the 
border. T

he m
en w

ere rounded up in large groups and shot. T
hey w

ere then set ablaze.
