‘NATO started aircraft attacks, one accidentally bombing a
Kosovar Albanian refugee camp. MiloSevic forces made the
refugee crisis worsen.

During the conflict over 11,000 people died and millions were displaced

-On february 17, 2008 Kosovo declared independence.

Slobodan MiloSevic was tried for war crimes and overthrown the following year
