Tips for maximizing the benefits 
and minimizing the harm

●Raise awareness and lead by example

●Select media that is developmentally 
appropriate and encourages interaction

●Monitor quality and quantity

●Ask questions about media when the 
screens are on and off

●Balance media use with other activities 
such as reading, creative play, and 
time outdoors

●Ask yourself, “How does this tool” add 
value to a child's life experiences? And 
Do the values expressed in the 
program mirror that of my family?
