* uses advanced vocabulary 

*draws inferences between content areas 

*enjoys hypothesizing and asking thought-provoking questions 

* developmentally advanced sense of humor 

*already knows information, or learns rapidly and processes 

information quickly in comparison to peers 

*needs few (usually 1-2), if any, repetitions for mastery 

*asks thought-provoking, mindful questions 

*makes exceptional mental connections and transfers,  using logical 

and abstract  thinking in unique ways 

* intuitive knowledge that parallels high levels of thinking 

(synthesis, analysis, evaluation)
