This assures every student has two opportunities   Universal                  Extended             Targeted 

to demonstrate their academic need.               ≤ 97th Percentile       98th Percentile                 99th Percentile  

 

 

Talent Needs Assessment 

Teachers and parents will complete the identification 

criteria form for the area in which the child was 

recognized as having a talent.  This may be in one or more 

than one area of leadership, creativity, visual or 

performing arts.   

 

Student needs will be determined when a student scores 

90% or higher on two of three completed evaluations.  

The evaluations will be completed by classroom teachers, 

school specialists (ex. art or band teacher, counselor) and 

child’s parents.
