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Director - The Director is responsible for every creative element involved in 
production, from talent selection to camera angles.

Technical Director (TD) - This job entails manually switching video 
sources, adding graphics, and creating transitions to live television shows.

Media Supervisor - This person is in-charge of all materials used for recording 
the actual show.   (TAPES, DVD’s, etc.) Also keeps track of the show time.

Audio Technician - Responsible for all sound recording.  Including microphones, 
music, and sound effects.
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TV Studio Jobs/Positions
Music Director - This individual usually supervises all the music used 
throughout the entire production.

Floor Director  - Assistant to the Director.  Usually located in the actual 
TV studio, not in the control room.  Jobs entail getting the studio ready, 
giving the countdown, and relaying messages to the talent during 
production. 

Camera Operator - Physically operates the camera during production.

Talent - Actors, News Anchors, Reporters, etc.
Basically anyone in front of the camera.....whether they have talent or not.
